Highlights of the month

“Heart- Cry for Revival TV Program”

We are  so  grateful  to  Sammy Tippit  Ministries  for  their  greatest  efforts  in 
bringing  out  a  Television  Program through  a  Tamil  channel  in  one  of  the 
regular channels namely “Tamilan TV” effective May, 03, 2011.  It is an half an 
hour program in Tamil which comes out on every Tuesdays in the night from 
09.30 to 10.00 every week.  They prepare and send the materials in English 
and the same is being translated into Tamil language for the benefit of our  
nationals.  Their main theme is about ‘Revival’ and the same is being shared 
by different men of God at different angles for their greatest understanding.  I  
would like to thank Rev. Sammy Tippit and his son Bro. Dave Tippit for their  
greatest  love  towards  India  and  their  regular  contribution  towards  this  TV 
Program which is a real blessing to our people living in the parts of South 
India.   Kindly  pray  that  the  same  is  being  useful  to  many  in  their  life 
transformation.  I am so happy for my close association in this media ministry 
as well.  

VBS

As I mentioned earlier we were able to conduct VBS at 7 different villages 
surrounded by our Learning Centre from May 09 to 22, 2011.  We chose to 
conduct VBS for 3 days in each village and covered two villages each day 
simultaneously  (one  in  the  morning  and  the  another  one  in  the  evening). 
There were about 50 – 80 children in each village and our students of our  
Bible College taught them songs, Bible verses, Bible stories and prayers for 
about two hours each day.  The theme for this year was “LOVE”.  Thus we 
were able to cover a total of 412 children from those villages and the beauty is 
that  all  of  them are from Hindu families.   At  the end of  the third  day the 
children themselves have presented a program to their parents with all that 
they have learned during those three days.  This gave a chance for others to 
hear about Jesus Christ in those villages.  

We gave some snacks and sweets to all the children on all the days.  On the 
third day we gave them a nice gift (worth Rs.20 each) along with a certificate 
of attendance to all those who participated in the 3 days VBS at each village.  

Apart from this VBS was conducted at one of our Village Churches namely 
Duraichamypuram for 7 days continuously from 19 – 25 May, 2011.  There 
were about  142 children participated from 5 different  villages.   Lunch was 
provided to all these children on all the 7 days.  At the last day of the VBS, 
that is on the 25th May we were invited as a family to share our love and the 
message of Jesus Christ with those children.  Hence we went and I share 
some words of encouragement whereas Gigi shared the message on the love

of God.  It was a well attended program and we enjoyed our time together  
with those village folks on that day.
